Joel 2:28 It will come about after this that | will
pour out My spirit on all mankind, and your sons
and daughters will prophesy, your old men will
dream dreams, your young men will see
visions.

Luke 1:67 And his father Zacharias was filled
with the holy spirit, and prophesied, saying...

Acts 19:6 And when Paul had laid his hands
upon them, the holy spirit came on them and
they began speaking with tongues and
prophesying.

2 Peter 1:21 For no prophecy was ever made
by an act of human will, but men moved by the
holy spirit spoke from God.



1 John 4:1 Beloved, do not believe every spirit,
but test the spirits to see whether they are from
God, because many false prophets have gone
out into the world.
